One of the resources available as part of the Life to the Full programme, for primary and secondary, is
a Wales Mapping Document which shows how the programme fulfills the requirements of the RSE
Welsh Government Code and Guidance. For those who have been subscribers for a long time to Life
to the Full and who will be familiar with our mapping documents, it’s worth noting that this is a new
document, specifically created for Wales.

Life to the Full Plus
In response to so many primary schools in Wales asking us to consider creating resources that will
cover the remaining elements of the Health and Wellbeing content that Life to the Full doesn’t
cover, we are working towards releasing an add-on programme called Life to the Full Plus
which will meet this need.

It will mean that primary schools will not need to create their own resources or subscribe
to other providers in order to have resources for their full Health and Wellbeing
curriculum.
